· Barriers to achieving this that were shared across countries include
· lack of dedicated time 

· lack of skills in finding, appraising and interpreting evidence

· difficulty arranging meetings and achieving consensus

· difficulty with adapting existing guidelines 
· Barriers to achieving this that were primarily identified in Australian hospitals include

· cumbersome organisational guideline approval processes
· a feeling that guidelines are being developed for bureaucratic ends

· Barriers to achieving this that were primarily identified in South East Asian hospitals include

· difficulty accessing evidence due to limited resources available for computers, internet and journal subscriptions

· difficulty accessing evidence due to limited skills in computing and English
